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Why does Trellech Primary School need a Tra vel Plan? 

 

Trellech Primary School is a growing village school which serves a wide 

catchment area with the majority of children travelling to school using 

transport provided by the c ouncil including buses, mini buses and taxes or being 

transported to and f rom school in their parentõs car.  Only a small percentage of 

children are able to walk to school at present.  This causes a number of issues 

including problems with lack of parking, inappropriate speed limits and poor 

signage throughout the village.  By c reating and developing a working Travel Plan, 

Trellech Primary School hopes to tackle some of these issues and make 

travelling to school safer.   

 

With the number of children in school increasing over the last 5 years and 

continuing to rise, the relocation  of the Doctorõs Surgery to the cul de sac 

opposite, which will increase the traffic outside the main gates of the school 

and plans for more new housing in the village it is an ideal time to address the 

issues raised through consultation with parents, pupi ls, staff and the local 

community.   By addressing these issues it is our hope that we create a safer 

school both for pupils and parents whilst also teaching the children how to 

travel to school safely.  

 

We are committed to making these changes and have ar ranged meeting with the 

local council Highways Department, the local Police , the Community Council  and 

enrolled in the Junior Road Safety Officer scheme, appointing 5 officers to 

promote road safety in school, with meetings set up with Anna Smith, Road 

Saf ety, Capita Symonds to support the school.  

 

Thank you to all those who have helped and supported in completing the S chool 

Travel Plan, including Abigail Davies from MCC, Trellech School Travel

Part 4: W hat we want to achieve  

 

4.1 Main Objectives  and Action Plan.  

 

1. Reduce the speed limit outside the school and through the village to 20 

mph. 

 a. Contact MCC highway department to arrange meeting to discuss 

options for reducing speed limit through village.  

b. Start petition in school and other local businesses to gain support 

for reducing the speed limit through the village especially past the 

school from 30mph to 20mph. Contact Doctors Surgery, pub etc 

to see if willing to have copy of petition.  

c. Contact police department for advice on how to reduce speed limit 

through village.  

d. Contact local community council to gain support for reducing speed 

limit.  

2. Improve signs throughout the village including a flashing reduce your 

speed limit sign to slow down drivers.  

 a. Contact MCC highway department to arrange meeting to discuss 

options for improving signs and the feasibility of a flashing 

speed/school sign . 

b. Contact MCC to find out about funding signs and how other 

villages in area e.g. Mitchel Troy have been able to er ect a flashing 

speed sign. 

3. To improve road markings both inside and outside school through the 

painting of zig -zag lines and bus bay markings.  

 a. Contact MCC Highways department regarding the marking of the 

road outside the school to include zig -zag lines to stop parking in 

dangerous areas. 

b. Contact MCC School Grounds Department to find out about costs 

relating to improving the markings within the school car park 

especially the bus bay area.  

4. Increase parking capacity around the school by identifying s afe areas 

close to the school promoting safe routes to school.  

 a. Contact Community Council to discuss areas suitable for parking 

within the village of Trellech . 

b. Arrange a meeting with the Babington Centre/Owners of The Lion 

Inn to see if it plausible to us e their facilities during morning drop 

off and afternoon pick up times to help with parking issues within 

the school grounds  

c. Arrange a meeting with the local doctorõs surgery to discuss the 

possibility of using their car park to be situated in Roman Way 

when the new surgery is built.
